So far 

we have provided 400 kits to Tamboli, Majgav, Sonurli & Nirvade. Our 

initiative have impacted more than 3000 = students for their better 

career but the leaders of tomorrow.

So as per our education system students of most 

crucial years of SSC & HSC are guided, helped & nurtured in such 

process where they get a basic vision where & what they are aspiring 

to become. Every year more than 500 students participate in the 

location of – Raigad, Banda, Lanja, sawantwadi, Atgaon are benefited 

by this program. 
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Tailoring Course

The waste cloth generated from the cities is channelised to some 

villages where women are learning stitching on sewing machines at a 

KOKAN NGO training center. Apart from employment and income, the 

work helps to channelise vast quantities of waste and un-wearable 

cloth. In Palghar women and young girls are also creating beautiful 

dresses out of the over sized clothes and cloth pieces that we receive.

In this way we have trained 60 girls and women so that they can be 

independent and make living for themselves even in a difficult phase 

of life.
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Nursing Assistant

In keeping with the objective of providing education for the less 

privileged, the following educational programmes are being 

conducted. At Lakshved, education and training to the girls and 

women are imparted at a heavily subsidized rate. The Nursing School 

was established in the year 2017 on the KOKAN NGO Campus to equip 

girls with certified educational qualifications and to meet the need for 

trained medical nurses. The Nursing School is an educational institute 

with strength. It adds value to the communities they live in and gives 

students access to an exceptional pool of knowledge, experience and 

qualification.

Cultural norms and religious taboos on menstruation are often 

compounded by traditional associations. Women confined between 

four walls are mostly instructed to hold back their perspective but 

according to us as we started the campaigns in rural areas at the 

beginning it seemed quite difficult but as are motto was clear to create 

a sense of awareness amongst women so that they can differentiate 

between right & wrong which they can pass on to their next 

generation. This campaign not only provided sanitary pads to women 

but gradually made them open up about the problems & myths of 

menstrual cycle.

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The residents of Banda decided to come together to work on these, 

and immediately after, they started digging the pond. The task 

became very strenuous as the stones in mud hindered their work, but 

they didn't give up. Their hard work paid off when they saw water 

getting collected in the pond. In just fifteen days, the group 

constructed a pond, which will help them to irrigate their land 

properly. After completion of the work, the villagers were rewarded 

with carefully-made Kokan kits comprising ration and other basic 

essentials as a token of appreciation for their wisdom and hard work. 

The multifaceted work done shows the power of determination and 

collective action… how, with a little motivation, a handful of villagers 

changed the profile of their habitat, and are now keen to continue the 

development and community welfare work. The participants said they 

realized that they do not need to wait for external help to address their 

problems, as with the right approach and mindset, they know they can 

do it all by themselves.
